Admission/Welcome Program – Voluntary Service provides an admission/welcome kit to all admissions at the Cincinnati VA Medical Center and Fort Thomas VA. Each Veteran is given a duffle bag or drawstring bag that is filled with hygiene/toiletry products, a notepad, ink pens, playing cards, socks, etc. 
(Annual Expense: $12,500)

Barber – Haircuts are provided to Community Living Center (short/long-term care and hospice) residents at $20 per cut. Haircuts are offered once a week with an estimated 10-12 residents per day. 
(Annual Expense: $12,500)

Cab Voucher Program – Transportation support to Veterans identified by Social Work Service, Mental Health Care Line, and Medical Administrative Assistant that have no means of transportation. (Annual Expense: $3,500) 

Clothing Room – Veterans are often discharged in need of clothing items. Voluntary Service works with clinical staff to obtain suitable items. Items provided include undergarments, t-shirts, socks, jogging pants and sweat shirts. (Annual Expense: $5000)

Food Pantry – Veterans who are identified as food-insecure can visit the food panty to make nutritious, healthy food selections. Primary Care works with Veterans to identify food items that align with their dietary conditions. (Annual Expense: $6,000)

Golf Carts – Used by Volunteers to pick up and shuttle Veterans and their families from their cars or parking garage to entrance and back. We have a pre-authorized vendor for golf carts starting at $10,000.00.
